A. Pass the supply wires through the Crossbar Assembly (A). Attach
the Crossbar Assembly (A) to the Outlet Box with the head of the
Green Ground Screw facing you. Secure it with Outlet Box Screws
(not included). Tighten until snug
Note: Use the Alternate Shorter Mounting Screw (B) if your
installation requires a shorter mounting screw.

unscrewing the preassembled hex nut and lock washer and then
screwing the mounting screws or alternate short mounting screws
in or out of the crossbar until the correct length is achieved. Once
the backplate on Fixture Body (C) is secure, remove the mounting
ball and Fixture Body (C) and proceed to Step 3.

STEP 4 Install Fixture Body-

A. Carefully tuck all wires into the outlet box and position the
backplate of fixture body (C) over the outlet box. Align the holes in
the backplate with the mounting screws or alternate short mounting
screws. Secure with the previously removed mounting balls and
hand tighten until snug.
