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STEP 1 Adjust Fixture Height-

A. Loosen the set screw on the coupling underside of the ceiling
canopy. Adjust the cord in or out of the ceiling canopy according
to your hanging height.

B. Tighten the set screw on the coupling once your hanging height
is achieved. Move the safety clip next to the hex nut inside of the
ceiling canopy.
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STEP 2 Attach Crossbar to Outlet Box-

A. Attach the Crossbar (A) to Outlet Box and secure by threading
Outlet Box Screws (not supplied) into the Mounting Holes on the
Outlet Box. Tighten until snug.
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STEP 3 - Wire Connections

A. Wrap bare or green ground wire around green ground screw on the
crossbar, no less than 2 inches from the end of the wire. Tighten the
green ground screw.

B. Use standard wire connectors (not included) to make all wire
connections. Twist connectors until wires are tightly joined together.
Wrap each connection with approved electrical tape and carefully
stuff all the connected wires into the Outlet Box.

C. If the electrical wire is going to be cut shorter than provided, strip
back the clear wire covering the 3 fixture wires as far as you need to.
This will expose each fixture wire individually. Strip each end of 3
fixture wires.
